


Hebrews 11 is called the "chapter of faith," or "gallery of faith." It highlights 
biblical characters who lived as pilgrims, trusting in eternal and non -earthly 
promises. It is a call to faithfulness, obedience and perseverance in the midst 
of difficulties. 
What is faith? The apostle Paul answers it in verse 1: "Faith is the substabce of 
things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen."
He goes on to tell us in verse 6, "But without faith it is impossible to please 
God; for he who comes to God must believe that he is, and that he is a 
rewarder of those who diligently seek him."
In this presentation we are going to remember people who manifested their 
faith, what actions led them to realize that faith and a personal application.

òFaith is trusting in God, ñbelieving that He loves us, and knows what is for our best 
good. Thus, instead of our own way, it leads us to choose His way. In place of our 
ignorance, it accepts His wisdom; in place of our weakness, His strength; in place of 
our sinfulness, His righteousness. Our lives, ourselves, are already His; faith 
acknowledges His ownership, and accepts its blessings. Truth, uprightness, purity, 
are pointed out as secrets of lifeõs success. It is faith that puts us in possession of 
these. Every good impulse or aspiration is the gift of God; faith receives from God
